2009   Orin Swift ‘Veladora’, Napa Valley, California                                                         18.00gl                                           
Jean Genet, the French author, occasional criminal, and all around self-styled renegade was famous for saying 
that, “freedom is the right to choose the habit that binds you”. Well, if Jean Genet was right, it wouldn‟t be a 
stretch to think that this wine will become one of those binding habits. The „Veladora‟ is a beautiful, bordering on 
addictive, expression of Sauvignon Blanc bursting with lush mango, peach & papaya notes.  
 
2008   Orin Swift ‘The Prisoner’, Napa Valley, California                                                         20.00gl 
Here is truly an American wine. Zinfandel with all of its grandiose flavors and unapologetic jammy characteristics 
is as vibrantly American as anything being made today. This Zin based blend opens on the nose to give way to 
hibiscus flower, Chinese five spice, and a touch of early morning bakery. On the palate we find a myriad of 
complex flavors comprised of expressive black raspberry, pomegranate, sweet citron and cinnamon toast. So, be a 
good American...support the troops…drink more Zin. 
 
 

2006    Orin Swift ‘Papillon’, Napa Valley, California                                                           26.00gl 
Pretend that you‟ve found yourself at a barbeque with Tom Waits, Serge Gainsbourg and Johnny Cash … this wine 
is kind of like that. This Cabernet Sauvignon blend is a beauty of a wine--enveloped with all-spice and electric 
raspberry on the nose with velvety plum and just enough structure to make you think you‟re having a five star 
meal at a Carolina rib shack.

2005 Mount Eden ‘Saratoga Cuvee’ Cabernet Sauvignon, Santa Cruz, California                    18.00gl 
Remember the movie Airplane? Of course you do. Do you recall the elderly woman who spoke fluent Jive? I think 
the quote went something like, “"Cutta say can't haaaaang, slide be a piece of the porter, drink side on the java. 
Chump don't want da help, chump don't get da help, jive-sucka dude don't got no brains anyhow! You just hang 
loose, blood, she be back on the flip side with the medicine”.  No, I don‟t have any idea what that means either, 
but I do know that Mount Eden „jives‟ with exactly what I want from an American red wine! This cuvee of Cabernet 
Sauvignon, Merlot & Cabernet Franc is richly aromatic and elegant with layer upon juicy layer of lush plum and 
currant jam notes rounded out with complex black tea and smoke flavors. So don‟t be some “jive-sucka dude with 
no brains”, order away!  
 

2007   Chateau Montelena Cabernet Sauvignon, Napa Valley, California                   30.00gl 
This luxury Cabernet Sauvignon from California powerhouse Chateau Montelena is easily one of the best made in 
the new world; complex and layered with notes of sweet cherry jam, freshly cut flowers, cedar and anise, not to 
mention a finish that takes its time letting you go. I have a friend, lets call him Caesar, who compares this wine to 
having multiple lovers: there‟s a lot going on, a lot to keep track of, but in the end you‟re guaranteed to finish 
with a smile on your face. 
 

2006   Amavi Cellars Cabernet Sauvignon, Walla Walla, Washington State                            20.00gl  
What was it Ferris Bueller Said? “Life moves pretty fast. If you don‟t stop and look around every once and awhile 
you could miss it”. Well, what better wine to take a vino time-out with, and for once… „Cheers‟ yourself.! Boasting 
a nose of violets, black cherries, blackberries and dusty rose petals complemented by a hint of cedar, this is a 
perfect red to quiet the evening down a bit and for once just relax.

2007   Vietti Barbera d' Asti Supieriore 'Tre Vigne', Piedmont, Italy                                          13.00gl       
While perhaps most famous for their elegant Barolo, Vietti also makes phenomenal, fresh Barbera like this Barbera 
d'Asti "Tre Vigne." From young vineyards in Agliano d'Asti comes this mineral-kissed wine bursting with ripe red 
bing cherry notes on the nose and palate. The quintessential Piedmontese food wine, the Barbera "Tre Vigne" 
shows refreshing acidity and well-integrated tannins that will make it an excellent accompaniment to all of our 
down-home cookin‟ here at The Tasting Room . 
 
2006   Marziano Abbona Faset, Barbaresco, Italy                                                                          30.00gl 
A couple facts about Barbaresco: the song “I‟m Bringing Barbaresco Back” is Justin Timberlake‟s new smash single 
and Gabriel Garcia Marquez most famous novel “Barbaresco in the Time of Cholera” won Marquez a Pulitzer. 
Okay, all of that is a lie. The truth is Barbaresco is a unique and powerful wine made with the Nebbiolo grape 
produced in the Piedmont region in an area of the Langhe immediately to the east of Alba. Nebbiolo is one of the 
worlds greatest robust, vivacious and volumptous wines, and when produced in Barbaresco can be a life changing 
experience. So, Drink up! After a few glasses of Barbaresco you may just wind up telling a tall tale or two yourself.

2008   Brick House Gamay Noir, Ribbon Ridge, Oregon                                                          17.00gl 
Ahhh…a perfect red wine for the Summer. If one were to judge by soil and climate alone, Gamay is arguably the 
most appropriate wine grape to grace the hillsides of the North Willamette Valley. For centuries Gamay Noir has 
been the singular grape of the Beaujolais region of France, yet the marine sediments of Ribbon Ridge share much 
in common with rolling hills of Beaujolais. This example from Brick House is bright, floral and laced with notes of 
anise or licorice.  
 

2006   Woollaston Pinot Noir, Nelson, New Zealand                                                                    18.00gl 
New Zealand humbly accepts its newly acquired vino-fame with a kind of earthy gracefulness. The people who 
work the land are friendly and approachable making it attractive to many starry-eyed, wine-loving oenophiles and 
it‟s people like the ones found producing Woolaston leading the charge by creating some of the best Pinot Noir 
in the region.  So, in homage to all those Kiwis we love so much here at The Tasting Room we‟ve added this Pinot 
Noir dripping with vibrant, red currant-riddled flavors and plenty of those cherry and earth tones that make New 
Zealand a virtual new world heaven for Pinot Noir. 
 

2008   Littorai Pinot Noir, Sonoma Coast, California                                                                      20.00gl  
Pinot Noir, that moody grape best known in Burgundy, has long been the true wine aficionado‟s best friend and 
worst enemy—a great one will take you to a heavenly place with intrigue and nuance while a bad one can be 
most disappointing. This example is what I would call an absolute angel of a Pinot Noir. Littorai‟s sexy Burgundy is 
earthy yet elegant with notes of huckleberry and ripe plum.  Think of this as the Kate Hudson of wine—hard not 
to like, glowingly approachable, but definitely one to spend some time alone with.

This Chateau 
Mangot is something special—a fetching minty nose with plenty of raspberry and earthy tones that will make you 
forget all about your pocket book woes.

For most of the Ribera del Duero, that now famous land of the much adored Tempranillo grape, to take a drink of 
one of their beautiful and masculine wines is to take a step back in time. Yet when drinking Pingus‟ take on the 
grape is to take a drink of the future. So in a way they‟re  basically the Doc Brown of Rioja. This modern, elegant 
yet powerful wine is filled with complex aromas of leather, menthol, lavender and wild game on the nose with a 
sensuous burst of late picked plum, black lime, and fresh roasted coffee on the palate.
